Drawing on Al’s unique voice and soul-stirring 
storytelling, the program combines music, 
performance, and sounds of a place to create 
a program that’s as rich in sound as it is in 
content. Letson’s ability to truly connect with 
people and the places that shape them allows 
him to reveal unheard voices and offer his own 
experiences to the audience with grace and 
perspective.

In addition to captivating radio, SOTRU strives to make the most of today’s 
multimedia landscape to reach new audience members and engage listeners 
like never before.
